•	� No liquids, dirt, sand, loose glitter, or living organisms allowed.

x 36 inches wide x 6 inches deep, including the frame, and  
cannot weigh more than 25 pounds.

	 ◦	� Three-dimensional works must be no larger than 30 inches high  
x 16 inches wide x 16 inches deep.

•	� Three-dimensional works must be finished on all sides with  
no visible cardboard.

•	� Ceiling-mounted works are not allowed.
•	� All elements of the work must be securely attached to the piece.

•	� Works must not have been previously exhibited at RAM.
•	� Works must remain on display for the entire duration of the exhibition.
•	� Works submitted to this exhibition will not be insured by RAM.
•	� RAM reserves the right to make minor repairs to works in its care.
•	� To keep the exhibition lighthearted and fun, RAM reserves the right  

to reject any works that don’t have a clear connection to PEEPS®  
or are deemed inappropriate for display.

Please include a 
completed entry form (see back) and label your shipment to the attention 
of Madison Zapata. If you want your work returned after the exhibition, 
you must provide a pre-printed return shipping label. Shipped works must 
arrive between March 9 –13. Works received outside that timeframe will  
be rejected and shipped back to the artist using the provided return label. 

Awards
The following prizes will be awarded:
•	� A panel of judges will select First, Second, and Third PEEP Awards  

in the Adult, Young PEEPle’s (12 or under), and Group Divisions,  
along with multiple Honorable Mentions.

•	� One work will be selected for the RAM PEEPS® Postcard Award, where 
it will be reproduced as a postcard and sold in the RAM Museum Store.

•	� Museum staff will select a single work for the RAM Staff Choice Award.
•	� Museum visitors can vote for a single work per visit for the PEEPle’s 

Choice Award, which will be announced after the exhibition closes.
