The museum received online submissions from all over the
state. Of 862 pieces submitted by 87 artists, less than a
quarter of the pieces were chosen for this year's show. The
exhibition's juror Dean Otto selected the 118 images
represented in Wisconsin Photography 2012. Otto is
Associate Curator, Film/Video at Walker Art Center in
Minneapolis, Minnesota.
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For Wisconsin Photography, the selection process is similar
to a portfolio review - the juror chooses the artists as well
as representative body of work. Since the first Wisconsin
Photography exhibition in 1979, the Racine Art Museum has
purchased works for the museum's permanent collection.
Through these acquisitions, RAM has assembled a vibrant
record of Wisconsin's photographers and their career
developments. This year, the museum will add the following
seven new works to the collection.

Together, the two campuses of the Racine Art Museum, RAM in downtown
Racine at 441 Main Street and the Charles A. Wustum Museum of Fine Arts at
2519 Northwestern Avenue, seek to elevate the stature of contemporary crafts
to that of fine art by exhibiting significant works in craft media with painting,
sculpture and photography, while providing outstanding educational art
programming.
