The 2013 PEEPS® Show will open to the public on Friday, March 29, from 10:00 am to
5:00 pm. The Racine Art Museum will also host a preview reception for PEEPS® Show
artists and RAM members on Thursday, March 28, from 5:30 to 7:30 pm, with award
announcements at 6:00 pm. The media is invited to attend the preview to meet the
PEEPS® artists and uncover their creative inspiration.
