Ebendorf has long been at the forefront of
contemporary art jewelry. Using found objects,
as well as non-precious materials and precious
metals to create his work, he combines a vast
knowledge of metalsmithing techniques with the
capacity to see the beauty in the unexpected.
The result is utterly compelling adornment and
objects such as RAM's Off the Street, From the
Beach neckpiece, which includes pink plastic
spoons, plant identification tags, and other
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miscellany found while Ebendorf walked with his
daughter on the beach and to school.

A Fulbright Scholar, Tiffany Foundation Grant
Award winner, and founding member of the
Society for North American Goldsmiths (SNAG),
Ebendorf's work is represented in museums
around the world. He has made his mark on
contemporary craft not only as an artist, but also
as educator, organizer, mentor, and collector.
